EXPLANATION OF RENEWAL CERTIFICATION FOR ARMED OFFICERS

At APPS we have always tried to give more then minimum training requirements for the safety and criminal and civil protection of each student and officer! By doing this we have found that many officers and companies do not want the additional training and only want the officers in and out of the class as soon as possible.

Therefore we at APPS have had to cut back our training to meet the wishes of those who want only the minimum required training. We are going to do the recertification training according to Tennessee law. We have found that some are not even doing it by law and only letting the student just shoot in a four hour course or less and leave.

The state law is very clear and is stated as follows;

62-35-122. Registration card-Expiration-Renewal

(d) Every armed security guard/officer shall as a prerequisite for the renewal of such person’s registration card:

(1) Complete four (4) hours of refresher training administered by a certified trainer in the subjects listed in 62-35-118 (b) (1); and 

(2) Requalify in the use of a firearm by achieving a minimum of seventy percent (70%) on any target course approved by the commissioner.

Now under 62-35-118 (b) (1) states the course subjects are:

62-35-118 (b) (1) 

(A) Legal limitations of the use of a firearm

(B) Handling of a firearm; and

(C) Safety and maintenance

So therefore under law a student who is recertifying their armed certification must at a minimum complete four (4) hours of class plus the time on the firing range. According to the law there is not time listed for the firing range other than it must be in addition to the four (4) hours of classroom time.
